*! 1647 Rhv. Thai Noi x V. testacea- Yellow sepals and petals with violet lip, Precocious and free flowering, true miniature.
1663 V. Loke (V. lamellata 'Rose' AM/AOS x V. luzonica) - white marked with rose, constant bloom.

! 1678 V. tessellata “Mary Motes” FCC x V. merrilli var rotorii Dk. Reds and purples

*! 1700 V. Arjuna 'Illumined' AM/AOS x V. cristata – white to pale pink with vivid purple spots.
! 1714 V. Arjuna 'Illumined AM/AOS x V. insignis - deep bronze to violet with strong spots.
*! 1724 V. testacea x V. cristata- Long spikes of pale yellow with large red-purple lips.
* 1740 V. garayi #1 x V. miniata “MM” CHM AOS Golden orange, hyacinth like spikes possibly very free flowering.

*1745 V. Prema Indigahawela (V. testacea x V. garayi) - long spikes of hyacinth-like orange with violet lip. Blooming size miniature 
*1749 V.  Prema Indigahawela x V. curvifolia “Farmlife Rose” Coppery red hyacinth like flowers on erect stems.
*1759  V. miniata “Mary Motes” CHM x V. curvifolia “Farmlife Rose” AM- The true, coppery red crossed to the F4 perfectly formed brilliantly colored V. curvifolia.

*!1766  V. cristata x Asctm. garayi- Golden yellow flowers with dark purple lips.

*!1767  Rchds. Voja’s Little Bird AM x V. flabellata- Spikes of yellow flowers with large pink to violet lips.

!1797  V. Lauren Gardiner x V. insignis- Spotted yellow flowers with a large pink to violet lip.
! 1823 V. tessellata alba x V. testacea- Erect spikes of golden yellow flowers with a violet lip on compact plants.
!1828  V. Bruce’s Evelyn “Evelyn Greer” AM x V. Janet Hiddleston HCC- Exceptionally dark purple, full formed flowers on long stems.

1844  V. Miami Velvet x V. Miami Mandarin “Redland Festival” HCC- Superbly flat, full formed exhibition flowers in dark pink to purple with prominent masking.

!1846  V. tricolor var. suavis x V. insignis- Free flowering fragrant spotted flowers.

!1851   V. Aroonsri Beauty “Dark Red” x V. Molly Fairwater-  Heavy substanced, deep reds with waxy texture.

1876   V. Karnda “Hampton” JC x  V. Violetta “Mary Motes” HCC Free flowering intense purples on long stems.

*1885   V. Aroonsri Beauty x V. curvifolia “Farmlife Rose” AM- Perfectly formed bright reds and oranges on long erect spikes.

!1891   V. merrillii var. Rotori x V. tessellata “Alice Motes” AM- Waxy fragrant dark burgundy reds.
!1892    V.merrillii var. rotorii x V. bensonii- Fragrant dark reds on long upright spike.

!* 1896 V. falcata x V. flabellata- Pale pink with lg. mottled red lip, truly minature.
!1902   V. insignis #1 X V. brunnea- New primary hybrid, possibly boldly spotted bronze flowers.
*1927    V. Blue Buttons(lamellata x coerulescens)- Constant array of deep blue/violet flowers on long stems.

*! 1929 V. coerulescens x same Compact blue species.
!1943   V. Foxy Lady x V. merrillii var rotori-  V. merrillii –like fragrant flowers in much large size and fuller formed like V. Motes Hot Chestnut.

*1944 V. christensoniana x V. ampullacea –Violet to lilac flowers on hyacinth-like spikes. Should be a delightful miniature.
* 1957 V.  ampullacea Pink hyacinth like flowers.
!1958 V. coerulescens x V. Karnda ‘Hampton” JC/AOS – Blue to pale purple flowers on long stem. Compact plant, free flowering. 
*1972 V. ampullacea x V. christensoniana- Reverse of 1944 Perhaps more violet-red and perhaps slightly more compact growing.

V. denisoniana   “Mary Motes” FCC/AOS x same “Marion” AM/RHS- superlative deep clear yellow form of the species.  $25 .

V. tessellata “ Mary Motes” FCC/AOS x Sib “Alice Motes” AM/AOS- The nearly black “Mary Motes” crossed to the deep burgundy red “Alice Motes” should produce consistently dark progeny.  $40
